	Reading/Language Arts Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve: Public Hearing and Adoption of Updated Framework

PUBLIC HEARING


President Johnson introduced this item and announced Tom Adams, director of the Curriculum Frameworks and Instructional Resources division within the CDE, who presented this item.  State Board Executive Director, Roger Magyar, then presented information to the Board regarding the adoption process that the Board staff has undertaken regarding this item.  Following this initial presentation, Mr. Adams introduced Dr. Deborah Keys and Ms. Julie Maravilla, members of the SBE’s Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission), and Dr. Robin Scarcella, professor and language acquisition expert for the SBE.  Dr. Keys and Ms. Maravilla presented the Curriculum Commission’s recommendations to the Board, and Dr. Scarcella presented technical research-based evidence to support the Curriculum Commission’s recommendation.  Board members asked questions of the speakers.  
Following conclusion of these presentations, President Johnson opened the public hearing and provided two legislators, Assemblymembers Goldberg and Chu, with the opportunity to provide initial testimony to the Board.  President Johnson then announced that twenty minutes each would be allocated to two groups of individuals which have expressed interest and have provided public testimony on this matter throughout the process.  Following these two twenty minute presentations, President Johnson closed the public hearing and asked for Board member deliberation.  
Board members discussed this item thoroughly, asking questions and providing their individual viewpoints on the recommendation made by staff.  Mr. Bersin put forth two motions.  One, for the Board to adopt the Framework plus Program Options 1, 3, 4, and 5.  The second motion was to defer a vote on Program Option 2 until July and to direct staff to present for the Board’s consideration potential additional criteria for evaluating instructional materials designed to serve English language learners whose performance on the California English Language Development Test (CELDT) places them in the three lowest categories of English proficiency.  After Board discussion on the merits of these proposals, Mr. Bersin agreed to withdraw the motions.  Following additional Board deliberation, the Board took the following actions:
· ACTION:  Mr. Fisher moved that the Board adopt the Reading/Language Arts Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve, as proposed by the Curriculum Commission and recommended by CDE staff with the following amendments proposed by Board staff:
1) Approve the written modifications to Chapter 9 of the Draft Reading/Language Arts Framework proposed by Board staff in the attached last minute memorandum.

2) Add the following language to page 462, immediately prior to line 478 of the amended criteria, to provide additional information and support for classroom teachers: 

32.  The ELD Teachers Guide shall include the following:

a. Background information for teachers regarding the various profiles of English Learners, including but not limited to newly arrived, long term, older learners.

b. Flexible Grouping options

c. Language transfer issues

d. Appropriate strategies for English learners

3)  Add to page 461, line 432 of the amended criteria, the following:

Materials shall demonstrate alignment to the ELA and ELD standards through the SBE-approved correlation matrices developed under SB 1113.

Mr. Gardner seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by a vote of 6-4.

· ACTION: Mr. Williams moved that the Board adopt the CDE staff recommendation to amend Chapter 9, “Criteria for Evaluating Instructional Materials: Reading/Language Arts/English Language Development, Kindergarten Through Grade Eight,” to include language about the education principles for the environment.  (New language is provided in bold below)

31. Informational text to support Standards in reading comprehension, vocabulary, and writing applications is included for all grades. When included, informational text addressing topics in history-social science, science, and mathematics is accurate and consistent with grade-level Standards and the unit/ theme design. When appropriate, informational texts in grades 4-8 will include content that incorporates education principles and concepts for the environment that is consistent with grade-level Standards and the unit/ theme design and as required in Public Resources Code Section 71301(d)(1).
Ms. Green seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by a vote of 10-0.
