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The project will identify, and correct problems associated with the originally installed
fiber optic telecommunication cable within the California School for the Deaf and the
California School for the Blind at the Fremont campus. The construction would fix some
concrete patches (e.g., correcting walkways to American Disabilities Act standards for
slope/cross slope); repair any penetrations through fire rated walls; and to verify struc-
tural attachments of the network cabinets to walls. Plans will be updated and submit-
ted to the Department of State Architect for review and subsequent approval.
