Community Montessori received $750,000.00 from a PPP loan in May 2020.The loan was forgiven in
August 2021 and thus the Federal income for Community Montessori is inflated in the FY 21/22 school
year by the $750,000.00 as a result of the accounting treatment for a forgiven loan. The forgiveness of the
loan is a non-cash transaction. The cash was received in May 2020, not the year under review. PPP
guidelines were specific about what those funds couid be used for. Per the loan paperwork “the funds will
be used to retain workers and maintain payro!l or make mortgage payments, lease payments and utility
payments”. One time instructional purchases were not a choice. Community Montessori also received a
transfer in of $58,733.22 from the closed Home Office of the corporation. This is a result of capitalized
assets still on the books being reclassified to Community Montessori as they are the new owner/user of
these assets. If you back out these additicnal onetime revenues Community Montessori would meet the
