The Prekindergarten and Family Literacy support contract funds must be used to promote and support interactive literacy activities for children and families enrolled in the Prekindergarten and Family Literacy program.

(EC 8238, 8238.4)
These Prekindergarten and Family Literacy school support contract funds must be used for the benefit of children and families enrolled in Prekindergarten and Family Literacy program.
A. Use of Funds
Funds may be used for the following:
1. Education for parents and legal guardians of children in participating classrooms to support the development of their child’s literacy skills. Parenting education shall include, but not be limited to, instruction in all the following: 
a. Providing support for the educational growth and success of their children.
b. Improving parent-school communications and parental understanding of school structures and expectations. 
c. Becoming active partners with teachers in the education of their children. 
d. Improving parental knowledge of local resources for the identification of and services for developmental disabilities, including, but not limited to, contact information for school district special education referral. 
2. Staff development for teachers in participating classrooms that includes, but is not limited to, all the following:
a. Development of a pedagogical knowledge including, but not limited to, improved instructional strategies.
b. Knowledge and application of developmentally appropriate assessments of the pre-reading skills of children in participating classrooms.
c. Information on working with families, including the use of on-site coaching, for guided practice in interactive literacy activities.
d. Providing targeted interventions for all young children to improve kindergarten readiness upon program completion. 
3. Referrals, as necessary, to providers of instruction in adult education and English as a second language in order to improve the academic skills of parents and legal guardians of children in participating classrooms.  
B. Non Allowable Uses of Funds
Contract funds may not be used to pay for:
1. The direct provision of child care services.
2. Construction of a facility to meet basic licensing requirements.
3. The purchase or improvement of land;
4. Lease or rent payments.

C. Reimbursement Costs
1. Reimbursable costs must be incurred during the contract period. Contractors shall not use current year contract funds to pay prior or future year obligations.

D. Reporting Requirements
1. The contract period is July 1, 2021 through June 30, 2022. 
a. The CPKS Contract Expenditure and Revenue Report Form must be submitted quarterly for reimbursement of expenditures. The CPKS Contract Expenditure and Revenue Report is submitted electronically through the Child Development Provider Accounting Reporting Information System (CPARIS) at: https://cparis.cde.ca.gov/cparis/logon.aspx. The CPKS Contract Expenditure and Revenue Report Form is due quarterly: October 20, January 20, April 20 and July 20.
