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Executive Summary

Governor Brown signed Senate Bill (SB) 828 into law in June 2016 (Chapter 29, Statutes of 2016). Among other provisions, Section 9 of SB 828 added Education Code (EC) Section 41580 to govern the allocation of a $200 million College Readiness Block Grant (CRBG) by the California Department of Education (CDE). The grant is intended to provide local educational agencies with resources to increase the number of students—and particularly unduplicated pupils—who enroll at institutions of higher education and complete an undergraduate degree within four years.
Specifically, EC Section 41580 states that the CDE shall compile information reported by grant recipients on “how they will measure the impact of the funds received on their unduplicated pupils’ access and successful matriculation to institutions of higher education, as identified in their plan pursuant to EC Section 41580(f),” and “submit a report to the appropriate policy and fiscal committees of the Legislature on or before April 30, 2017. This provision also requires the CDE to update the state board on the contents of that report at a regularly scheduled meeting of the state board.” The CDE intends to update the State Board of Education (SBE) on the contents of this report at the SBE’s August 2017 meeting.

In compliance with the legislative reporting requirement cited above, this report provides the compilation of information required by EC Section 41580.

College Readiness Block Grant Report
In allocating the CRBG the CDE based preliminary entitlements on 2015–16 enrollment of 1,119,168 unduplicated pupils in grades nine through twelve in 985 local educational agencies (LEAs, which includes school districts, county offices of education, and charter schools). Of the 985 LEAs, 24 were deemed ineligible to receive CRBG funding or declined to receive CRBG funding for various reasons, such as the LEA being closed, the LEA not serving high school students, or the LEA not being accredited by the Western Association of Schools and Colleges as required for CRBG funding eligibility pursuant EC Section 41580.

The first CRBG allocations totaling $99,737,578 were sent to LEAs in October 2016 at a rate of $149.32 per unduplicated pupil. In spring 2017, invoices seeking to recover funds were sent to the ineligible and declining LEAs so that the funds could be reallocated to eligible LEAs during the second allocation of funds. The remaining funds are scheduled to be disbursed in April or May 2017.
The CDE gathered the information required by EC Section 41580 through the use of a Web-based tool called a “Snap Survey.” The Snap Survey allowed grant recipients to enter identifying information as well as “how they will measure the impact of the funds received on their unduplicated pupils’ access and successful matriculation to institutions of higher education, as identified in their plan.”
All 961 LEAs eligible to receive CRBG funds responded to the survey by submitting the information required by EC Section 41580(f). The LEAs were also required by the survey to attest that the information entered was true and correct; abide by applicable laws and regulations, describe services for unduplicated pupils in their CRBG plans; align those plans with local control accountability plans; and have their plans discussed and adopted by their governing bodies.

In addition to the compilation of information required by EC Section 41580(f), EC Section 41580(g) requires the State Superintendent of Public Instruction to annually post on the CDE Web site a list of each school with a percentage of unduplicated pupils in grades nine to twelve, inclusive, of at least 75 percent of the school’s total enrollment in grades nine to twelve, inclusive. These data are scheduled to be posted in June 2017 at the CDE Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ds/sd/sd/.
